The successful achievement of all the tasks
for a unit provides confirmation that all learning outcomes and assessment criteria within the units of
assessment have been achieved.

Assessments are internally marked by centre assessors and then internally verified to ensure consistency.
The assessments will then be externally verified by Ascentis.
